A new school at the CEPEO

We are pleased to announce that the Government of Ontario announced yesterday that it is
providing our school board with funding that will allow for the construction of a new public
elementary school in the Barrhaven South neighbourhood of Ottawa. The new school will have a

475 student capacity, in addition to a daycare center.

CEPEO also secured funding to purchase the building occupied by école élémentaire publique
Ottawa Ouest, previously owned by the Ottawa Carleton District School Board.
